Phantom power—or power 
used by devices which are 
plugged in but not actively 
being used can make up 10% 
of your energy consumption 
at home! Make sure to 
reduce this by fully turning 
off your devices when you’re 
not using them, rather than 
letting them go into sleep 
mode, and unplug chargers 
and other devices when you 
are not using them. 

Only  17.3%
