STEP 1: DISCOVERY

During your Discovery, you'll investigate one of the three program categories: development, peace, and environment at a
standardized Discovery Base. Specifically, you’ll look at the causes and effects of one of the Millennium Development Goals of
the United Nations, addressing Poverty and Hunger, Universal Education, Gender Equality, Maternal Health, Infant Mortality,
HIV/AIDS, Environmental Sustainability, and Building a Global Partnership. At the end of your Discovery, you'll create your own
Action Plan, outlining what you intend to do to contribute to the solution and how you’re going to do it.

STEP 2: VOLUNTARY SERVICE

Following your Action Plan from the Discovery, you’ll put into practice what you’ve learned. Spend 60 hours working towards
one of the Millennium Development Goals of the United Nations and you’re well on your way to the award. You can work on
your own, or you can work in a group. You can complete the project in your own community or on the other side of the globe.
What'’s important is that you’re Creating a Better World.
